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They say as a year flies by.  I don't know
who the "they" are that makes these
observations, but "they" are right.  I can't
believe we are looking at 2008 in our rear
view mirror.  It was a crazy year.  Here
are some high and not-so-high points.

We commissioned Adam and Cara to
their ministry to Grace Bible Church in
Washington, Illinois where Adam is
pastor....Grace Christian School served
our community in October with their first
serve-a-thon.  Workers in the ER at Mt.
Carmel E were treated to brownies and
other desserts from our 1st graders while
our 5th graders made scrapbooks for
parents in the neonatal unit .  The seniors
at Reynoldsburg  Senior Center were
served lunch by our 3rd and 4th grade
students who then joined the seniors for
aerobics.  Service men and women were
surprised with made by our 2nd graders
who made care packages for Operation
Buckeye .  The middle school students
volunteered at Habitat for Humanity’s
Restore Store....This year we baptized 22
people... 14 new members were added...
We sold Christmas tress to benefit Project
Hope and Charite’s orphan ministry in
Central African Republic.  Funds from
Trees of Hope will provide lunches,
medicine, Bible training materials, and
class room materials for an elementary
class of children....We said goodbye to
dear brothers and sisters in Christ who
are now with the Lord...We took a trip to
the Creation Museum in August....Gas
prices soared to $4 a gallon during the
summer only to collapse to $1.50 by year

A look back at 2008... from Pastor Chip
end....The financial meltdown in our
nation cut into our retirement funds,
college savings accounts, state and local
pension funds, and left everyone shell
shocked in the process....We elected the
first African-American as President when
Barak Obama became only the third
democrat since Andrew Jackson in 1832
to garner more than 51% of the popular
vote....OSU beat Michigan again....Amelia
Earhart was found....Ok, she wasn't....
During practice for the Children's
Christmas Musical, one child would
comment that her grandparents would
come to the musical. She talked about her
concern for how they would receive the
musical's clear message of Jesus. She saw
it as an important way to reach her
grandma and grandpa because it is the
only way that they would ever attend a
Christian service....A church member’s
neighbor whose husband is in jail, left her
with nothing. While recovering from back
surgery, her job was eliminated while her
medical bills, mortgage, and car payment
piled up. Her faith in the Lord was
weakening almost daily but God used
people from our church to step into her
life and bring her his help....We sent 65
people to Dryhill, Kentucky to replace the
roof on the church and pastor's home
and serve church members by doing
repairs on their homes.  During the week
we had a cookout/block party for the
small town in the town park and about
200 people attended....We offered the
Dave Ramsey Financial Peace University
class and about 60 took advantage of the

opportunity to gain control of their
finances....Grace Christian School enroll-
ment hit 300 for the first time in its
history.  Ground was broken for a new
gymnasium to serve the church and
school....We sent about 25 people to
New Tribes Canada (Durhan, Ontario)
to work on missionary residences where
missionaries are trained for tribal
work...Last but not least (and for sure
many, many ministries and events and
personal touches were left out of this
summary) our staff and elders saw our
mission as a church: To impact families -
marriages, parents, children extended
family, blended families - in Columbus’s
eastern suburbs so that families are made
better.

Our front doors got a face lift, replacing the
previous wooden doors with glass. True to the

original doors, the Bible verses remain.
